This training will address the relinquishing and accepting of jurisdiction; the sharing of information contained in county case files and resources such as profiles and life books; transfer to other courts and tribunals such as criminal or tribal courts; and the constant assurance through all such changes that the child’s interests and permanency needs are put first.
